All we can 
say is . . . it’s about time . . . time to hear “Lover Boy,”  “Little Girl of Mine,” and “Heart and Soul.” 
 
Our home-grown stars, The Marcels, are paying us a visit for the first time in seven years and it’ll be like “old home week” 
when they revive “Heartaches,” and the beloved tune that put them on the rock and roll map, “Blue Moon.” 
 
Unbelievable!—The Dixie Cups have never visited our stage before either.  “Chapel of Love” and “Iko Iko” were favorite up-
beat tunes of the ‘60s.  These ladies—including originals Barbara and Rosa Hawkins—will be rockin’ The Benedum.
